“Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom 
of heaven” (Mt 5:3). What does it mean to be “poor in 
spirit”? The world tells us to do everything in our power 
to avoid being poor. While the Scriptures teach of the 
temptations that come with being rich, it also warns 
concerning the temptation to be rich. The materially 
poor might steal, take advantage of others, think less 
of themselves than their worth as God’s creation, etc. 
Or worse, those who have just enough “religion” to be 
dangerous tell us that material poverty is our fault — 
we simply lack faith or haven’t planted enough seed to 
prosper. 
 

But it is crucial to know what “poor in spirit” means 
because of the blessed promise attached — “the 
kingdom of heaven.” To state it negatively, those who 
are not “poor in spirit” will not inherit the kingdom of 
heaven. So, our eternity is bound up in being “poor in 
spirit.” It is a spiritual poverty, an understanding that 
we are spiritually bankrupt before God. We have no 
resources in ourselves to satisfy what God demands 
for our salvation.  
 

So, to be “poor in spirit” is to recognize you are 
spiritually broke, and further to be broken by the Spirit 
of God and led to the only riches that matter — Jesus 
Christ!  2Co 8:9: “For you know the grace of our Lord 
Jesus Christ, that though he was rich, yet for your sake 
he became poor, so that you by his poverty might 
become rich. “ Are you “poor in spirit” today?
